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The Board recognizes the need for some degree of flexibility in class arrangement to meet individual student needs. The traditional way of organizing the school is that pre-k through six is organized on basically a self-contained basis.  Grades seven through eight are organized on a semi-departmentalized and/or departmentalized basis and grades nine through twelve are departmentalized.  


Variations of this arrangement are permissible if they are to be in the best interest of a given group of students. 
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
