ADMISSION OF NON-RESIDENT STUDENTS  

OTHER THAN OPEN ENROLLMENT STUDENTS 

 Except as otherwise provided, all children who reside outside the limits of the Mineral 

Point Unified School District shall be charged tuition for attendance in local schools in 

accordance with state law.  

 Except as otherwise provided by law, the Board has the authority to accept or reject any 

or all non-resident students.  No non-resident student shall be admitted to the schools unless 

such acceptance is approved by the Board.
